STATEMENT OF PURPOSE 

In an increasingly interdependent world, teachers, school administrators, and curriculum supervisors must cooperate in preparing students for world 

citizenship.  The ability to communicate in languages other than English is an important component of a global perspective.  Fostering that ability is 

the special responsibility of world language teachers.  Communication skills in a language other than English provide direct access to the minds and 

spirits of the peoples of the world.  The World Language Department of Parsippany-Troy Hills believes that second language proficiency is an 

important component in the education of today’s students as they prepare for a productive and rewarding life.  It is the ability to communicate in 

meaningful and appropriate ways with users of other languages that is the ultimate goal of today’s world language classroom. 

 

In addition to the practical application of communication skills, the benefits derived from the study of a second language are many and contribute to 

the attainment of our goals for elementary and secondary education by: 

 

o Fostering a sense of humanity and friendship. 

o Increasing a student’s adaptability to different environments and modes of acting and thinking. 

o Furnishing the key to thinking patterns, cultures, and social institutions of other peoples. 

o Giving insights into the human mind and language itself. 

o Preparing students for a world in which nations and peoples will be increasingly interdependent. 

o Developing skills and habits that are inherent in the learning process and that result in creative inquiry and critical thinking. 

o Helping students to be empathetic by increasing their sensitivity to and understanding of the language, values, customs, and traditions of 

others and by leading them to discover and examine their own personal values. 

o Providing insights into our value system and an appreciation of our civic duties and responsibilities. 

o Being an additional asset to professional advancement.

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R A TIO N ALE  

 

The World Language Program of Parsippany-Troy Hills is a sequential K-12 grade program that is based upon specific proficiencies that identified as 

a result of a national movement which, in turn became the basis for the Proficiencies and Standards agreed upon by the State of New Jersey.  It is to 

be noted, however, that these proficiencies should not be thought of as accomplishments of distinct points of grammar or vocabulary, but as tasks that 

the student can do in the language.  These tasks, in turn, become the foundation upon which we based our scope and sequences of instruction.  The 

assessment criteria used by the instructors, however, are not viewed as hierarchical.  The same topic can usually be explored at virtually any level of 

proficiency in a spiraling fashion.  For example the topic of “the family” can be discussed differently at various levels of proficiencies.  Beginning 

students might be able to enumerate the members of their families but say very little else about them.  In the next plateau the student might give a 

brief description of family members or mention some of their activities or interests, whereas speakers at an even higher level can talk about their 

family members in detail, recount events that the family shared together, or talk about future plans.  At an even more advanced level, more abstract 

topics such as societal forces that threaten family life, the issues surrounding daily family interactions, or the role of the family in the target language 

might be discussed.  Thus, the depth and breadth of the discussion and the precision and sophistication with which it is handled, will differ from one 

level of proficiency to the next.  We are indebted to The American Council of the Teaching of Foreign Languages and the State of New Jersey 

Proficiencies and Standards for providing us with their constantly updated criteria, upon which we have based our expectations. 

 

Students may begin their study of French in sixth grade or ninth grade and may continue through grade 12.  A student may choose to select another 

language to study at two entry points:  sixth grade and ninth.  The length of study is determined by student interest, career choices, high school 

graduation, college-entrance requirements and achieved proficiency.

The curriculum for French Level 2/2H World Languages is divided into instructional units, with recycling themes based on levels of proficiency and 

modes of communication.  These proficiencies have as their underpinnings the Proficiencies for World Languages, set out in the New Jersey State 

Department of Education document New Jersey World Languages Curriculum Framework (Winter 1999).  The curriculum is geared toward the 

levels of proficiency through the “Interpersonal”, “Interpretive” and “Presentational” modes of communication.  Consideration has been given to the 

National Standards set forth by the American Council for the Teaching of Foreign Languages.  The underlying standard for this curriculum is 

Standard 7.1. 

 

7.1 World Languages All students will be able to use a world language in addition to English to engage in meaningful conversation, to 

understand and interpret spoken and written language, and to present information, concepts, and ideas, while also gaining an understanding 

of the perspectives of other cultures. Through language study, they will make connections with other content areas, compare the language 

and culture studied with their own, and participate in home and global communities. 

 

Consistent with the recommendations of the World Languages Curriculum Framework, rather than each step in the language course having 

grammatical structures as its focus, there is an emphasis on increasing proficiency in communication on a variety of every-day topics relevant to the 

students.  Also fostered, through an increased use of authentic materials such as magazines, travel schedules, menus, advertising copy, etc., are an 

awareness and knowledge of the culture of countries where the target languages are spoken.  Students learn to engage in two-way communication in 

each topic area, asking and responding to questions, making comments and expressing feelings, using given vocabulary and phrase.  They also learn 

such underlying grammatical features and structures that are necessary to make possible developmentally accurate original comments within the topic 

area.  Built into each unit is an attention to a relevant body of cognates in the topic area, so that students acquire a great deal of significant, 

immediately usable vocabulary without the effort of memorization.  Each unit will involve all modes of communication.  In addition, each unit will 

take into account special days in the national calendar of the target cultures.  The units will be designed, adapted or expanded to reflect integrated 

themes in other content areas such as Language Arts, Science and Social Studies, Math and the Performing Arts so that students will have the 

vocabulary to discuss these topics in the target language.

TASK: 

 

You have been chosen to create a professionally illustrated storybook about typical daily routines, to be used with 6th grade French students during 

your class visit to the middle school.  Create and share an illustrated storybook about one’s typical daily routine for beginning French students in the 

middle school. 

 

 Each book should contain a minimum of fourteen pages (including cover). 

 Be sure the cover is attractive in order to attract young readers (target audience). 

 Each page should contain a clear illustration of the action(s) written on the page. 

 The daily routines are to be written out using accurate reflexive verbs in the appropriate forms. 

 

PROCEDURE: Students will initially read several professionally published children’s stories (in target language). Students are 

provided with a brainstorming story web. Students write sentences describing their morning and evening routines using 

reflexive verbs. Students create images or photographs to accompany and properly illustrate sentences. Students will 

then use MS Publisher (or similar publishing software) to put the storybook together. Books will be initially be 

presented in class for teacher evaluation, then they will be sent to elementary schools (or sixth grade) to be used in 

classes.

TASK: 

 

You have been chosen to interview a French student by your school’s online newspaper.  Use Skype to communicate with a native speaker from a French-

speaking country.  After your interview has been completed, your written script will be posted online for public viewing. 

   

Lesson Objectives (SWBAT):  

 Prepare interview questions. 

 Interview a person from a French speaking country using Skype.  

 Write an essay about the person interviewed.  

 

Key terms and concepts: present, passé composé tenses, question words. 

 

Teacher's Demonstration: 

First day: Students prepare interview questions in three groups. One group asks about the person’s present life, another group asks questions about his/her childhood 

and the third asks questions about his/her last vacation. 

Second day: Students interview the person using Skype. Each group takes turns asking questions prepared the day before. The class takes notes.  

Work at home: Using the information gathered, write an essay about the person interviewed. Examples: compare the person’s life style with one who lives in the 

US, compare his/her vacations with students’ type of vacation (places, duration, etc.), compare the persons’ childhood with their own. 

 

Assessment:  

 Monitor language production during interview.  

 Observe students’ ability to make a decision to what questions they should ask.  Record students’ participation in an observation log.

using vocabulary learned in relation to food.  

 

Procedure:  Students will: 

1. Listen to a presentation provided on line about the food pyramid (US dept. of agriculture). 

2. Identify foods that fall in every category and evaluate portions. 

3. Write down what they eat on a typical day and evaluate if it fits what is suggested. 

4. Using the web site in the target language develop a nutritionally sound diet plan according to their age and weight.  (Program on site aids 

students in doing this task). 

5. Evaluate newly developed peer diets according to personalized information provided by web site. 

 

Assessment:  Peer evaluation, self evaluation of the daily diet and teacher observation 

 

Homework:  Develop a menu for one day for a student visiting from a country where the target language is spoken.  Use products and ingredients 

authentic to the target culture studied previously in class.
